Broadly speaking, American Airlines
has eliminated change fees for all premium cabin fares and most Main Cabin fares for flights
originating in North or South America to destinations in Europe, Asia, and Australia. This is a
massive relief for travelers, but it doesn't mean changing your flight is free. You are still
responsible for the "fare difference," which can be substantial for last-minute switches. To find
out exactly what you might owe, call €+1(888)_260_0525 to talk to a representative at
American Airlines who can calculate the costs in real-time.
