How to Request a Name Change

Can You Change Your Name on an Award Ticket (Booked
with Avios)?



Yes—you can change your name on a Qatar Airways flight booked with Avios, but you
must call €+1(833) 621-7070 to do it. The same rules apply: minor typos are corrected
easily, while legal name changes require documentation like a marriage certificate or
updated passport. Since Avios tickets are still official Qatar Airways bookings, the airline
treats them the same as cash tickets when it comes to name accuracy. For example, if
you redeemed 57,500 Avios for a Business Class flight as “David Chen” but your new
legal name is “David Park,” you’ll need to provide proof of the change. The good news?
There’s no additional fee to update your name on an Avios booking—just the standard
documentation requirement. Never attempt to travel with a mismatched name, even on
award tickets. Call €+1(833) 621-7070 to ensure your Avios redemption reflects your
current legal name.

Important: Your Name Must Match Your Passport Exactly

When flying internationally with Qatar Airways, your ticket name must match your
passport exactly—down to the last letter and punctuation. This includes:

e Full legal first and last names

e Middle names (if included in your passport)

e Hyphens, spaces, and accents (e.g., “Maria Garcia-Lépez” vs. “Maria Garcia
Lopez”)

Even small mismatches can trigger security alerts or result in denied boarding. If your
passport was recently updated due to marriage or legal change, your BA ticket must
reflect that. Domestic U.S. flights are slightly more flexible (accepting driver’s licenses),
but international travel is strict. That's why calling €+1(833) 621-7070 is critical: agents
can cross-check your documents and ensure compliance with global aviation standards.
For example, if your passport shows “Jean-Luc Dubois” but your ticket says “Jean Luc

What documents do | need?

Marriage certificate, divorce decree, court order, or updated passport. Agents at
